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Ten Ways to Intro-
duce New Songs in 
the New YearɂBy

A biblical mandate is to 
άǎƛƴƎ ŀ ƴŜǿ ǎƻƴƎέ όtǎŀƭƳ 
33:3; 96;1; 98:1; 149:1; Is 
42:10). Here are ten ways 
to help you introduce 
new songs to your con-
gregation in the New 
Year.  
1. In the monthly church 
newsletter introduce the 
song by providing back-
ground information 
about the text, tune, au-

thor, com-
poser or 
source. You 
may find 
this type of 
information 
online, in 
w o r s h i p 
p u b l i c a -
tions or in 

collections of hymn sto-
ries. 
 2. Use recorded music to 
familiarize the congrega-
tion with a new song be-
fore the worship service 
begins and after the wor-
ship service ends. This is 
different from prelude 
and postlude, which fol-
low.  
The next four suggestions 
involve an instrumental 
approach to introducing 
a new song.   
3. The prelude is first, 
since it comes at the be-
ginning of the service. 

Plan for the pianist and 
organist to play the new 
song as a prelude. While 
the instrumentalists play, 
encourage the congre-
gants to read the text as 
a way to prepare their 
hearts and minds for 
worship.  
4. The offertory is the 
perfect time to introduce 
a new song. Plan for the 
pianist and organist to 
play the new song while 
the ushers take up the 
offering. 
5. The postlude is played 
when the service is dis-
missed. Plan for the pian-
ist and organist to play 
the new song as a post-
lude while the congrega-
tion exits the church. 
6. Instrumental solos 
(flute, trumpet, etc.) are 
effective as preludes, 
offertories, postludes or 
ŀǎ άǎǇŜŎƛŀƭǎΦέ !ƴ ƛƴǎǘǊǳπ
mental solo will stress 
the melodic structure of 
the new song, which is 
important when familiar-
izing the church with the 
tune.  
The next three sugges-
tions involves a vocal ap-
proach to introducing a 
new song.  
7. The vocal solo is help-
ful to introduce the text 
with the tune of the new 
song. The vocal solo also 
reinforces the melodic 
structure that has been 
established by the instru-
mentalists. Plan for a so-
loist to sing the new song 

accompanied by musi-
cians or by taped accom-
paniment.  
8. Have a vocal ensemble 
(trio, quartet, etc.) sing 
the new song as the wor-
ship anthem. An ensem-
ble allows the congrega-
tion to hear the har-
monic structure of the 
new song.  
9. The church choir may 
sing the new song di-
rectly from the hymn-
book. But preferably, 
choose a choral arrange-
ment that accentuates 
the strengths of the choir 
and present the new 
song as a worship an-
them or service music 
(choral call to worship, 
prayer response, etc.). 
10. bƻǿ ƛǘΩǎ ǘƛƳŜ ŦƻǊ ǘƘŜ 
congregation to sing the 
new song from beginning 
to end. But if you are still 
unsure, try this on the 
first congregational at-
tempt: 
a. First stanza: solo by 
the minister of music 
b. Second stanza: trio or 
quartet 
c. Third stanza: Choir in 
unison 
d. Fourth stanza: Congre-
